The Terminal 1.5 project is a tenant-initiated project that will result in the construction of a new five-level building located
between Terminals 1 and 2. The new facility will ease congestion and provide connectivity between the two terminals — both
within the ticketing and check-in portion, as well as post-security screening. LAX Terminal 1.5’s post-security airside pedestrian
connection means passengers connecting between the two terminals will no longer have to leave the secured area of the
concourse, exit the building, and go through security again to make a connection.

The contractor submitted equipment lists to LAWA for review and
approval. Sixty-six (66) pieces of on- and off-road construction equipment
as well as one (1) piece of Portable Equipment Registration Program
(PERP) equipment were approved by LAWA with the best available
emission control devices. One (1) on-road exception was granted during
the reporting period.

The standard work hour period for construction employees is Monday
through Friday7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., which avoids peak commute
hours. Peak commuter traffic periods are defined as 7:00 a.m. —9:00
a.m. and 4:30 p.m. —6:30 p.m. No violations were noted during the
reporting period.

Lunch trucks were available to construction workers on a regular basis in
airside areas near the project site during the 2020 reporting period.

The project site had access to grid power from the nearby terminal and
apron areas. When portable generators were utilized, "clean diesel" fuel
(i.e., sulfur content less than 15 ppm) was used. Portable equipment
units were in compliance with LAX-AQ-1p.

No violations were noted during the reporting period.

The contractor submitted equipment lists to LAWA for review and
approval. Thirty-six (36) pieces of on-road construction equipment were
approved during the reporting period with one (1) 20-day exception
granted. No violations were noted during the reporting period.
